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Advertising Disposal by Sale


This form is for those wishing to advertise an object for sale on the Find an Object site. Objects for disposal will remain on the site for two months, and a selection will also appear in the Museums Journal. Every object being advertised for sale needs to comply with the Section 6 of the Museums Association Code of Ethics, which can be found here: http://www.museumsassociation.org/download?id=15717. The Code of Ethics states:

There is a strong presumption in favour of the retention of items within the public domain.  Sometimes transfer within the public domain, or another form of disposal, can improve access to, or the use, care or context of, items or collections.  Responsible, curatorially-motivated disposal takes place as part of a museum’s long-term collections policy, in order to increase public benefit derived from museum collections.

Consider financially-motivated disposal only in exceptional circumstances and when it can be demonstrated that:

· it will significantly improve the long term public benefit derived from the remaining collection

· it is not to generate short-term revenue (for example to meet a budget deficit)

· it is as a last resort after other sources of funding have been thoroughly explored

· extensive prior consultation with sector bodies has been undertaken

· the item under consideration lies outside the museum’s established core collection as defined in the collections policy.
